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Magical “Baroque Night”

Almost no other countryside, no other river, is as strongly connected with the musical masterpiece as the
Vitava (Moldau). In Smetana’s symphonic poem, humming, fizzling, bubbling, and rumbling can be
heard. Smetana musically described the flow of the river — its river and springs flowing past meadows,
forests, castles and ruins as far as Prague. We follow the flow of the river again, feeling the romance of
the royal residences on its shores, the charming tones of Smetana’'s music and let ourselves be
captivated by the special atmosphere of beautifully maintained castle hotels.

Travel with us into the past and enjoy musical sele  ctions in the wonderful atmosphere of
magnificent aristocratic palaces...

After arrival at the Prague-Ruzyn airport, transfer to the center of
Prague. A short circuitous ride followed by lunch in the castle restaurant
Lvi dv r (Lion’s Court). After, a tour of Pra sky hrad (Prague Castle)
with Kralovsky palac (Royal Palace) and Zlata uli ka (Golden Lane).
Transfer to the first-class Sti in Chateau Hotel , accommodations for two
nights. The hotel is located 20 km from Prague. A former 15th century
fort, it was rebuilt into a prominent castle hotel and lies in a beautiful large
12-hectare park with a lake and garden pavilion - a place of romance and
seclusion. We are welcomed by fanfare and a glass of champagne in the
castle courtyard. Accommodation.

Dinner in the castle restaurant. After
dinner, a small private concert in the
castle hotel's French Garden.
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Breakfast. Visit to the zamek Tréja (Troja Chateau)—castle on the shores of the Moldau. The beautiful
garden and former castle of the aristocratic Sternberg family with an exhibit of
Czech art of the 19th century are very impressive. Finally we arrive at the
French garden of Valdstejnsky palac (Wallenstein Palace), later adapted in
Baroque style. We have a chance to admire a
row of bronze statues by Adrian de Vries,
regarded as a prime work of Central European
Mannerism. Through the large Sala Terrena of
the Wallenstein Palace, we enter one of the five

courtyards of the palace. Wallenstein Palace (today the
seat of the Czech Parliament) is one of Prague’s
Baroque buildings. Lunch in the restaurant U Zlaté
studny (At the Golden Well) with a magnificent view of Prague. Further on, we walk
through medieval streets and over Karl v most (Charles Bridge) onto Starom stské
nam sti (Old Town Square) - Prague’s most beautiful square. Here we can admire
many palaces, the Tynsky chram (Tyn Church) and take a tour of the historic rooms in
Starom stské radnice (Town Hall). In the afternoon hours, return to Sti in. Before
dinner, an aperitif at the lake to musical flute accompaniment. Gala dinner with a touch
of music in the elegant Suk’s Hall .

Breakfast. Departure from hotel. We travel along the Moldau and become acquainted with the unique
region of South Bohemia. Old towns, full of life and culture, dreamy Renaissance castles, cloisters and
lovely nature form the countryside of South Bohemia. We travel through a slightly hilly route onto the
charming ervena Lhota Castle considered the most beautiful of its kind in Europe. This Renaissance
castle lies in the middle of forests, surrounded by an
idyllic park and a reflection of itself in the nearby
lake. Karl Ditters von Dittersdorf, composer of
German Romantic opera, lived and worked in this
castle during the 18th century. Picnic in the castle
park to the accompaniment of music (forest horns),
with a beautiful view of the castle. After a castle tour,
‘ : occasion for a short walk through its idyllic park.
Short ride to Hluboka. Accommodation in Stekl, a romantic castle hotel near the
beautiful chateau of Hluboka. Tour of the Hluboka Castle rebuilt in the style of
Windsor Gothic and towering on the steep rocky slope above the Moldau. Rich
princes of the Schwarzenberg family arranged a magnificent collection of wood
carvings, porcelain, goblins, and paintings. Possibility for relaxation and
swimming in the hotel or walks through the castle park.

Elegant dining at the hotel
restaurant Pan z R e . Romantic walk to the festively
illuminated castle. Small private concert on the stairway
of the Hluboka Castle. Overnight stay.
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Day 4

Breakfast. Departure from hotel. An old trade city, eské Bud jovice lies on the confluence of the
Rivers Moldau and Malse. We take a tour through the Old Town with its square and arcades, Samson
fountain and Black Tower. Leisure time. Possibility for lunch in a restaurant in the Old Town. After, we
travel to esky Krumlov (UNESCO), a medieval town with twisting streets, perfectly enclosed by a
meander of the Moldau River. We spend a night in a nearby Jesuit
College, today the Renaissance Hotel R e (Rose). In the afternoon we
will tour the town of esky Krumlov, which
is under the protection of UNESCO. We
will make a visit to St.Vit Cathedral,
historic houses on the square, imposing
castle grounds overwhelmingly towering
above the town, and then a stroll along
the lovely streets of the Renaissance
town. Dinner individually.

In the evening, quite a unigue experience awaits us: Baroque Night at  esky Krumlov Chateau

Only once a year is it possible to attend this Baroque festivity: on the castle courtyard with a glass of
champagne, jugglers make us welcome and noble ladies and gentlemen in
magnificent Baroque costumes accompany us to the stylish illuminated
Masquerade Hall. We will be fascinated by authentic Baroque entertainment and
the Baroque castle theatre with its rich original decor and stage decorations. The
name of the theatre is Pearl in the Crown SEE , :

of the Theatre Inheritance of our Planet.
Here the highlight of the evening awaits
us: we will listen to an orchestral
performance with period Baroque
musical instruments and admire singers who present their art in
Baroque costumes. After this unique experience, a small
refreshment awaits us in the beautiful castle garden —
illuminated by 2000 candles. (Alternatively, in adverse weather
conditions, in the Riding Hall.)

Breakfast and departure to Prague during the morning hours. After a short walk through the town,
transfer to the airport. Departure.
